Leshan overview
 

Leshan lies at the southwest of Sichuan province, where its territory has Mountain Emei of “The world cultural and natural heritage”—Leshan Grand Buddha, nearly 127 kilometers away from Chengdu city, the capital of Sichuan province, with an occupied area of 12.8 thousands sq.km., the city governing eleven districts, cities and counties, with a total population of 3.235 million. The Leshan climate is quite agreeable for mean annual temperature of 17.8º and mean elevation of 500 meters, while the Min Jiang River, Tsingyijiang River and the Dadu River pass through it.   
In 1996, the Mount Emei Scenic Area, including the Leshan Giant Buddha the largest stone-carved Buddha in the world, was declared a World Heritage Site by UNESCO. Mount Emei is located within the county level city of Emeishan which is under the administrative jurisdiction of Leshan. The ancestral home of Chinese writer, academic and politician Guo Moruo is preserved in the Shawan District of Leshan.  

Abundant resources: Leshan occupies an area of 581.9 thousands hectares woods, reserves of hydropower inclusive of 7.9 millions KW, the established large-scale Gongzui, Tongjiezi large-scale hydropower stations that are arranged for 3.545 millions KW electric capacities and 2.50 millions KVA electricity transformation capacities. 24.7 billions tons phosphorite reserves in the territory are listed as one of eight largest phosphorite mines, with an annual production capacity of coal attained to 8.35 millions tons.   
Convenient traffic: Leshan lies at the junction between the Chengdu Plain Economic Circle and the south and the west of Sichuan province as well as the west of Panzhihua city, in the territory both of water and land transportations established, meanwhile, Chengdu-Kunming railway traverses the whole area, the unique seaport is established that is arranged for bulky equipments exiting from Sichuan province, where cargo ship can directly be in voyage to the seaports along with Yangtze River from Leshan city. The roads in the whole city initially form the traffic hub of “Two shipping lanes, four railways, eight highways and one hub”. There are only 100 kilometers distance travelled to Chengdu Shuangliu International airport via Chengdu-Leshan expressway. Leshan-Yibin expressway has been put into service and has 300 kilometers distance from Chongqing city, the constructing projects including Leshan-Yaan expressway, Mianyang-Chengdu-Leshan inter-cities rapid transit railway and Leshan airport.   
Investment climate: Leshan has established the administrative service center which is provided with “one-stop” service for the programs required for administrative examination and approval. Abundant resources, large potential market, relatively competitive land costs, energy costs and labor costs make Leshan the largest foreign investment region in Sichuan province except for Chengdu city. Such foreign companies as American MOTOROLA company, American Onsemi group, International Finance Corporation, International Plantation group, Japanese Otsuka company and etc have ever been invested in turns in this region.

Developmental direction：Leshan holds the scientific outlook on development to handle the whole economic situation, insisting on the “Industries bring the flourishing city” strategy and speeding up the construction of powerful industrialization city. Great efforts have been made to make Leshan an international tourism destination and the production bases related with Sichuan electric information, metallurgical and building materials, new energies, phosphorus salt chemical industries and equipment manufacturing industries. Leshan will also be developed as a significant growth pole to Chengdu Plain Economic Circle at the highland of western economic development and the city of secondary industrial center.
